


Working in partnership with the Chemainus First Nation on their 
Comprehensive Community Plan (CCP), as well as with the Ehattesaht 
Tribe, and the Kwakiutl First Nation, Hemmera sought to capture the 
needs, desires, and expectations of the Nations’ members to guide 
their Band Councils’ management decisions. The CCP approach 
integrates high level community involvement with leading-edge 
planning and facilitation to establish a ‘Vision’ for each unique 
community.

Morningstar devised and implemented a number of award- 
winning campaigns for Fortis BC addressing the issue of energy 
e�cient living. In 2000-2001, for example, Morningstar designed 
and launched the “Whole New (Brighter) Generation,” a public 
campaign to outline the energy saving bene�ts of the Compact 
Fluorescent Light bulb.  The campaign led to the sale of over 50,000 
CFLs, ten times more than the average sold in a typical year.  
The campaign also gained recognition by the Canadian government 
and Times magazine.

In 2006, charged with devising a campaign to prevent the number  of 
electrical-related accidents in Alberta, Morningstar developed a  
comprehensive and unprecedented safety campaign that brought 
together the major electrical providers in Alberta: FortisAlberta, 
ENMAX Power Corp, AltaLink, ATCO, and EPCOR. After undertaking 
extensive market research,Morningstar constructed and, in 2006, 
implemented an integrated strategy that targeted speci�c audiences 
in particular. Focus group evaluations of the campaign were 
conducted after the completion of the campaign, ultimately 
con�rming that the ads were highly e�ective in promoting greater 
awareness about electrical safety.

Hemmera managed the assessment, design and implementationof 
geoexchange systems at two high-end developments in West 
Vancouver.  This approach led to a design process that was speci�c to 
the site, meeting tight and challenging conditions and expectations.

Hemmera has worked extensively with the Vancouver Port 
Authority to produce Environmental Assessments and 
management strategies that were a product of collaboration 
and innovation. The Adaptive Management Strategy that 
Hemmera delivered for the Deltaport expansion, in particular, 
enabled VPA to meet their business goals while meeting the 
demands of First Nations groups, local municipalities and 
special interest groups. The strategy that Hemmera developed is 
indicative of their commitment to balancing environmental 
protection with infrastructure development.
